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IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR PARENTS AND PLAYERS

PLEASE READ
Player Payments:

At the beginning of each new season (new contract), a fee is established to cover the cost for your child to participate as a Henlopen Soccer Club Select Team Player. The budget that has been allotted for each child and his/her team is an estimated cost. The club will establish a lump sum payment that will be requested upon acceptance to the team. This fee covers one season. There are 2 seasons per soccer year, fall and spring. The fee is the same for each season.  Current fees include the following:

DYSA (Delaware Youth Soccer Association) player registration fee
DYSA team registration fee
DYSA adult risk management fees (a background check is conducted on each adult involved with the program)
Referee fees
League registration (MASL - Mid-Atlantic Soccer League, Crown Sports Center, or other as decided by the coach)
Player field use fee
Coaching fees
Coach’s tournament travel expenses

Tournament fees and uniform fees are NOT included in the registration fee.  Tournament fees are split among the participating players. Uniforms will be available at near cost and are ideally worn for 4 seasons (2 soccer years).  Used uniforms may be available for a reduced fee.
Fundraisers:

The Henlopen Soccer Club Select Teams are very active in program FUNDRAISERS. Fundraisers will be held (No more than TWO per season) to assist in supporting the expenses of the teams and for the usual and unexpected operation costs. Participation is encouraged from all families that join and participate in the Select Team Program.  Fundraising is vital to the success of the program.
Uniforms and Equipment:

Uniforms and warm-ups that are supplied by the Henlopen Soccer Club Select Team Program are the property of the Henlopen Soccer Club Select Team program and must be returned when requested.  Uniforms and warm-ups purchased by the player are the property of the player.  All Henlopen Soccer Club: Select Team Players will wear identical uniforms. Under usual circumstances, uniforms are worn for 2 years (4 seasons). Ideally, teams will carry the same sports bag (which may be purchased through the club and come embroidered with club logo and players name), and have matching warm-up apparel; these items must coincide with HSC Colors: Royal Blue and White. 
Teams:

Each player is accepted onto a team based on his/her age, gender, and ability.  Team assignments are for one “soccer” year (fall and spring seasons).  Accepted players are expected to play both Fall and Spring seasons, unless other arrangements are made with the coach or coaching director.  Assignment to a different team, during the soccer year, at a player’s request is not permitted under usual circumstances.  This can be detrimental to team performance and morale.  Team changes are not considered lightly and are at the discretion of the Coach and/or Coaching Director.
League Play:

Each team, within the Henlopen Soccer Club, will join a Competitive League during the month of August. Each player, Team and Coach must be well-prepared for tough competition through organized practices. Therefore, practice sessions will begin approximately one month prior to league play. All teams must practice to ensure that this is a learning experience for players. Players are required to attend all practices and games within “reasonable” limits. If you can not attend a practice please let your Team Manager or Coach know. Each team will play in a league representative of its level of competition, for both fall and spring seasons. Each season will consist of approximately 6 to 10 games. Games are home and away. Each coach expects a high level of commitment from each player.  Any player who participates in additional sports/activities must discuss plans for practices and games at the beginning of the season with the coach and/or team manager.  Missed practices may affect playing time at the Coach’s discretion. (See conflicts).  
Coaching/Practice:

The Coaching Director will select professional, experienced, and licensed coaches for competitive teams. The coach and his assistants must be able to demonstrate above average soccer skills. Professional Coaching monthly fee is determined by the current level of the coach’s license at the start of a “soccer year” as well as experience.  Practices will be held 2 or more times per week at the designated fields. The Coach of each team will make all decisions as to when, where and how many times per week practice will be held. Each player will receive a schedule of all practices and notification of any cancellations as soon as the information becomes available. Each coach expects a high level of commitment from each player.  Any player who participates in additional sports/activities must discuss plans for practices and games at the beginning of the season with the coach and/or team manager.  Missed practices may affect playing time at the Coach’s discretion. (See conflicts).
Tournaments:

Each team will make an effort to play in tournaments for the soccer season. The coach, in consultation with the team manager, and coaching director will select the tournaments. Holidays and weekends may be affected. Expect overnight stay for at least 1 of the tournaments that will be selected. The expense for travel and hotel accommodations is the total responsibility of the Parent/Player. The coach’s hotel fees are paid by each team. Each team manager is responsible for distributing information to his/her team on planned tournaments for the fall and spring seasons as soon as it becomes available.
Guest Players:

Guest players may be invited to play with a team for league or tournament play.  Guest players are invited because of their skill level and ability to help the team’s performance.  As guests of the team, and based on their level of play, they may be granted more playing time than regular players, at the coach’s discretion.  

Complaints:

Complaints about money, fundraisers, personnel, etc should be brought to the attention of the team manager. Complaints or problems regarding your child's soccer performance or playing time should be discussed with the team coach. Complaints should be expressed at a convenient time for the coach, and/or team manager and should NEVER be discussed in the presence of any player or during a game, or tournament. If a problem cannot be resolved through the team manager and/or coach a complaint can be made to the Coaching Director, in writing, using the Complaint Form posted on the Henlopen Soccer Club website (http://henlopensoccerclub.org/Select_Teams.htm) Please refrain from complaining to the Coaching Director through other means as this detracts from coaching/family time and issues cannot be handled effectively.  The Complaint Form can be printed from the website and filled out by hand, or downloaded from the website and filled out electronically. It can be given directly to the Coaching Director, or to your manager, coach, or other Select Team Committee member who will give it to the Coaching Director.  Problems that cannot be resolved by the coach, manager, and/or coaching director can be directed to a Select Team Committee member and discussed by the Committee as needed.  Unresolved issues can be brought to the Henlopen Soccer Club Board.  
Club Meetings:

The Henlopen Soccer Club Board Officials hold a monthly Club meeting, where items of concern are discussed and resolved. The HSC: Select Team Committee meets a few times per year to review the select program and take care of season/league needs.  The Committee also meets as necessary to review any complaints, and other issues that need addressing. Managers meet as necessary to discuss fundraisers and any other items between their teams. Teams are to meet seasonally and as necessary to handle team issues.

Conflicts:

All players participating in other activities and/or sports functions must keep in mind that choosing to participate in select/competitive soccer or any other select sports event takes commitment. When the decision is made to participate in select soccer, it should take PRIORITY over any other activity (school functions are the exception). Other sports and activities that will affect participation in practices and games should be discussed with the Coach when the player is accepted onto the team or at the beginning of the season, whichever comes first.  Missed practices and games may affect playing time at the Coach’s discretion.
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
